MSME Tool Room, Hyderabad (Central Institute of Tool Design), was established at
Hyderabad in 1968 by Govt. of India with assistance of UNDP & ILO.

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Significant Achievements:

Following are some of the important items of work done by the Institute during the
year 2015-16.

1. Automation Work:

CITD signed an MOU with M/s. Standard Fireworks Pvt. Ltd., Sivakasi and finalized orders worth
Rs.11.49 crores for machines for Automation processes for various works and already received
a single order for Rs.209.00 lakhs from the party for fireworks display items viz., filling up of
Flower Pots & packing, Chakkar filling and Chakkar winding. The aim of the project is to
automate the Flower Pot chemical filling process to protect the human beings from the
hazardous work environment and also increase the rate of production. This is first of its kind in
India with fully indigenous technology. This automation process will reduce the hazardous work
environment.

During the year, design and manufacture of structural work for automation of Flower Pot
manufacture has been completed and trials also have been completed. The Institute has
achieved automating 60 cones per minute as against a target of 123 cones. Fine tuning is under
progress to achieve the target.

2. Installation of Solar Power Plant:

The Institute installed Solar Power Plant of 50KWp capacity working on net metering from 19th
January,2016 at a cost of Rs.33.00 lakhs after subsidy. This is generating on an average 200-260
units per day depending on intensity of sunlight. Plans are on the anvil to install another 225KWp
in future for meeting 20% of grid power in order to reduce maximum carbon emissions through
other modes of power generation.
