The aim was to fulfill the tooling needs of Small Scale Industries and training of
technical personnel in Tool Designh & Manufacture. The Institute is managed by Governing
Council with Additional Secretary and Development Commissioner, MSME as its Chairman.

d. Production of Dies &Moulds, Jigs & Fixtures, Gauges including manufacturing of precision
jobs etc., subject to the condition that job works undertaken by CITD would promote training
requirements of Institute.

e. Training onLow Cost Automation Techniques and take up projects in this area.
